Documents for Orphanage Visit

1. Name of each person to visit orphanage

2. Copies of passport for each person 

3. Name and city location of orphanage

4. Copies of official adoption certificate (if both English and Chinese if available)

5. “Application request” to visit to the orphanage with signatures of parent or parents.  The application request is a letter requesting a visit to the orphanage on a specific date (as shown on final itinerary) that is signed by accompanying parent/s for the purpose or reacquainting (your child’s name) with the area of their birth.  

6. Please note:  Any related fees are the passenger’s responsibility and to be paid on the spot.  (Very often the orphanage officials request a fee for the visit.  This should be paid in local currency).
